Checklist:

· Personal safety clothing (long sleeves/pants, sturdy shoes – keep in your classroom, car, or shed where they are always accessible)
· 2-way radios (CP)
· Search & Rescue backpack (in barrel in Emergency Shed – hard hat, other protection gear)
· Red folder
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SEARCH & RESCUE
JOB DESCRIPTION

1.  Responsibilities

Search and Rescue Teams do an exterior site survey, remove any surface victims and then conduct a systematic building search for missing staff or students.  Requires Search and Rescue training.
2.  Start-up Actions

1. Complete evacuation, attendance, and turn over care of your class to designated teacher (see Student/Staff Release Process).

2. Report to Student Information center for names and likely locations of missing students and staff (see Site Map).
3. Pick up 2-way radios from Operations Chief, who will brief you about known hazards.
4. Put on sturdy shoes, long pants and long sleeves.  Put on personal safety equipment:  vest, hard hat, goggles, gloves, whistle and dust mask.
5. Put on backpack, test radios, get other needed equipment from Logistics.
6. Perform visual check of your teammate; verify properly outfitted.  
3.  Operational Duties


Safety Considerations
1. Use a Buddy System: minimum of 2 persons per team.  
2. Be alert to hazards.  Size up the situation first.  
3. Use safety equipment.  

4. Do not work beyond your expertise.  Take no action that might endanger you.  
5. Communicate continuously with the Operations Chief and First Aid Teams – your location and status/location of injured people.

6. Report gas leaks, fires, or structural damage to Operations Chief or Command Post (CP) immediately.  Suppress small fires as necessary.

Exterior Search of Your Assigned Area
(Site Safety team may have completed this assessment.  If so, assist as needed or proceed to internal search.

1. Examine exterior of structure.  Assess damage (light, moderate, heavy).  

2. Identify and report all hazards.

3. As you are moving along the building call out, “Search and rescue team here.  Can anybody hear us?”  Listen.  Stop and listen frequently.

4. Call CP for help in transporting injured people to First Aid.  “Sweep Team” should be available with stretchers.
Conduct a Systematic Interior Search

1. Do not enter buildings with major damage.

2. Use standard search markings on all doors:

a) Before entering a room put a single slash on the door or structure.  This indicates that a rescuer is in the room.  Use chalk, crayons, or tape. 
b) When you leave the room or area, put another slash on the door to make an X.  Include search team name, date and time you left the structure, any hazards and/or victims still inside.
c) Mark an “X in a box” if the room is not safe to enter.
3. Check the door for heat before opening.

4. As you enter the room, stop and listen carefully.  Check the room visually and vocally:

a. Assess the structure on all six sides.  Identify all hazards.

b. Use flashlight, do not turn on light switches.  Sparks may cause fire if there is a gas leak.

c. One team member calls out, “Search and rescue team here.  If anyone is in here and can come to my voice and light, please do so now.”

d. If any victims come to you, take outside and radio CP for assistance.
5. Begin a systematic search of the room, turning always to the right, looking everywhere for hidden victims.  

6. If injured victim is located, call CP with location, classroom number and condition of injured. Take appropriate measures to assure their safety.  It is usually not recommended to move an unconscious person unless their environment is unsafe.  Place injured victims outside the classroom and continue searching for other missing people.  
7. If transport to the First Aid Station is necessary, call CP for “Sweep Team” with stretcher.  
8. Record location of damage and triage tally on Site Map (I = Immediate, D = Delayed, DEAD = Dead) and report information to the CP.

9. Perform light rescue, fire suppression and lifesaving first aid techniques as needed.  Summon First Aid Team and additional help as needed from CP.

10. Upon discovery of a dead person, leave the body in place.  With an earthquake, most likely deceased will be trapped under rubble and there will be no need to move it.  Notify the Operations Chief /CP, follow their directions.  Mark the location on the site map.  Cover with a plastic tarp, if necessary.  Barricade the area.  
11. Search and Rescue teams will be reactivated following aftershocks.

4.  Closing Down

1. Report to CP for reassignment when your area is deactivated.

2. At the direction of the Operations Chief, return equipment and unused supplies to Logistics.

3. Complete all logs and turn in to Documentation at CP. 
4. Remain at Command Post until released by the IC.  Sign out at Student/Staff Information Center.
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
